Malpas is a picturesque English country Village, showcasing a fine 14th Century Gothic Church and a wonderful mix of architectural styles. 

Transport

Access to a car is essential as there are no taxis in the village and public transport to other major villages is limited.

There is a public bus service, (A41) but that is limited during weekdays and has no Sunday service.

A railway station is situated 6 miles away at Whitchurch with the main line offering a regular service to Crewe, and Shrewsbury.

Car parking in the village centre is very limited.

Shops/Retail

The village centre offers basic retail services, with two small convenience stores, a pharmacy, three cafes/restaurants, two pubs, hair dressers, a laundrette and a dry cleaners.

Further shopping and leisure facilities can be found in the larger centres of Chester, Shrewsbury, Wrexham, Crewe & Nantwich all of which are within 20 miles.  

Health

Malpas has an opticians, a dentist and a doctors' surgery. However these are currently at near full capacity.

A Swimming pool can be located at Wrexham (15 Miles). Wrexham also has cinemas and night clubs.

Education

A primary and high school, (rated Outstanding by Ofsted – 2011) are both within walking distance of the village centre. Pre-school and nursery facilities are limited.
